Dear Resident:

As you may know, the City of Riverton is implementing new residential sanitation services.  This is due to changes made by Fremont County Solid Waste Disposal District to reduce their days of operation from seven days per week to five days per week.   As a result, the City will soon only be able to collect and dispose of residential garbage Tuesdays through Fridays.  The City will also be replacing residential alley dumpsters with individual rollout containers to accommodate this shorten schedule
The City will begin removing residential alley dumpsters and delivering 95-gallon rollout containers the week of January 12, 2015 and continue through the end of the month.  Once your new rollout has been delivered to your residence, you will need to begin using it for garbage collection service.  If you would like the smaller 45-gallon container, please call 856-3687 with your request.
Garbage collection days will remain the same as your current collection day through the month of January.  However, a new garbage collection schedule will begin the first week of February.  This again is to accommodate the changes made by Fremont County Solid Waste Disposal District.  Enclosed with this letter is a map that shows what day of the week your garbage will be collected starting in February.  If you are already using a rollout container, please note that your garbage collection schedule may also be changing in February.
The rollout containers are required to be out for garbage collection by 7 a.m. on your respective collection day.  In between time, you are encouraged to store your individual rollout on your own property. 
When delivered, the rollout containers will be placed where the sanitation trucks will need to pick them up each week, so please take note of where they are placed at the time of delivery.  The rollout containers will also have your address written on them to eliminate confusion as to whose container is whose. 
Thank you for your consideration on this matter and patience as the City of Riverton adapts to the changes made by the Fremont County Solid Waste Disposal District.  Please feel free to contact me with any concerns or questions.
